A Message from the High Priest & Prophet 
 Well, letôs jump right into it.  What are the clubs and units financial responsibilities?  Is it the Shrin-

ers Hospitals for Children, transportation of  ñour kidsò to the hospitals, support of the Shrine Temple and/or 

seeing the club or unit is active and its members are having fun?  It gets a little complicated and sometimes 

hard feelings develop.  The first time a Potentate came to the Mobridge Shrine Club and said all club and 

unit money was Yelduz money, the hair on the back of my neck stood up.  I thought this guy was in no way 

going to get our clubôs money as I was the treasurer. 

 Letôs first examine where our $62.00 in dues go; $42.00 goes to the Yelduz Shine Temple, $15.00 to 

Imperial and $5.00 to the Shriners Hospitals for Children.  As our membership drops you can see what hap-

pens to the respective incomes.  Throw in a lot of inflation and like most organizations the annual budgets 

continue to climb even with close accounting. $42.00 dues cannot operate even a bare bones temple budget! 

 The Yelduz Shrine Temple budget gets about  1/3 of its annual revenue from the Aberdeen Shrine 

Circus.  This leaves the balance to come from other sources.  My understanding of other Temples in the Mid-

West is all revenue from the respective circusôs goes to the Temple.  Each club and unit then submits a 

budget to the Temple for operations on an annual basis.  At the current time the revenue from the Water-

town,  Huron and Mobridge Circus stays under the management of the respective clubs.  So I am back to 

what are the clubs and units financial responsibility, specifically to the Yelduz Temple?  Are there things in 

the budget that one does not agree with?  Yes, of course!  This fact was brought to light at the November 

Stated Meeting when the nobles voted to raise the amount of support for the SD All Star Games in the annual 

budget.
